(Effective date Oct. 1, 2009)  THIS AMENDMENT PASSED  
 
Amendment # 2 – Freezing tiered dues levels in qualifying countries to alleviate economic hardship in 
developing counties for existing Kiwanis clubs and increase the potential for Kiwanis growth.(Effective 
date June 27, 2009)  THIS AMENDMENT PASSED  
 
Amendment # 3 – Common Billing date of October 1 for all clubs to provide the same billing date for all 
clubs of October 1. (Effective date Oct. 1, 2010) THIS AMENDMENT PASSED  
 
Amendment # 4 – Eliminate the magazine exemption for spouses to provide that all members in the U.S. 
and Canada receive equal benefit from and share equal financial responsibility for the organization’s offi-
cial publication. THIS AMENDMENT FAILED
