ticed then the plight of female students. We resolvedvtheh we were able,
we would do something to assist them in their succasse Shat time, we
have traveled to 27 countries in Africa, and will be retugrtb Ethiopia, Zam-
bia, and Tanzania this summer to build homes with Hafatatiumanity and
visit the schools we are supporting through our nonpebérity, VillageSteps.

We formed a non-profit charity VillageSteps to educate enalble children
and orphans in Africa in 2005. Since that time, we Hant, funded and sup-
ported schools and sponsored students in Africa, mostthederming two
preschools with the goal of getting children, especgilils, ready to learn at
an earlier age. 100% of the funds we collect from dogor® the children as
we with the help of our family, underwrite all of our expes and over-
head. My talk today will give a brief outline of ourrpaoses, our methods, and
how our donors enable us to educate children to give ¢ghienghter future.
